Job Summary:

The electrician technician will handle troubleshooting and repairs to keep equipment running and minimize downtime while supporting all other members of the maintenance group with any other repairs, projects, etc. deemed necessary by the department manager.

· Proficient with electrical troubleshooting and repairs

· Test and replace fuses

· Test and replace solenoids

· Test and replace contactors / relays

· Test and replace proximity / limit switches

· Reset and replace breakers / motor starters 

· Adjust and replace photo eyes

· Able to make conduit runs, wire pulls, and wire terminations

· Proficient in performing pneumatic and hydraulic system repairs

· Proficient working with single phase / 3 phase / 110V, 240V, 277V, 480V, and 24V control systems

· Able to work with Volt Meter/Amp Meter to troubleshoot electrical systems

· Proficient reading schematics/blueprints to troubleshoot electrical systems

· Able to troubleshoot AC / DC control circuits

· Able to troubleshoot motors and drives, then replace if needed

· Proficient at troubleshooting PLC’s and ladder logic

· Able to cross reference and change out electrical devices with other brands

· Able to troubleshoot by phone while communicating with other maintenance personnel or machine techs

· Able to circumvent problems and find ways to keep machines running
